Posztkonceptudlis
gondolkodésat szlil6hazdjdnak, Romanianak torténelme és politikdja hatja dt. Muresan miiveiben
torténelmi, tarsadalmi, valamint kulturdlis (képzémiivészeti, irodalmi és filmes) referencidkat sajatit ki,
amelyeket aztdn 0] 6sszefliggésekbe helyez. A kultira terjedésének mechanizmusa érdekli; miiveiben
a kdzelmdilt emlékezetének és a valésagos tapasztalatnak ambivalens vagy egyenesen ellentmonddsos
kapcsolatét, valamint a politikai-valldsi hatalom és a civil tdrsadalom viszonyat tanulményozza. El8sze-
retettel hivatkozik a modernitds torténetének ikonikus darabjaira, mikézben napjaink tarsadalmi meg-
razkddtatdsaibdl eredd kérdéseket tesz fel, mint példaul az utépiak bukasa, az Uj technoldgidk hatdsa

a vizudlis kultdrdra — animdcids filmek fetisizélasan keresztil -, vagy épp a civil tdrsadalom viszonya a
hatalom kiilénb6z8 formaihoz. A torténelmet, a vallast a populdris kultirabdl meritett egyszer(i gesztu-
sokkal és mddszerekkel ragadja meg, mikozben visszahelyezi jogaiba a személyes tapasztalat és kifeje-
zés fontossagat.

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CIPRIAN MURESAN belongs to the generation of the post-Communist regime and is, in a post-
conceptual manner, preoccupied with the historical and political fallout for his country, Romania.

Muresan appropriates historical, social and cultural references (essentially artistic, literary and cine-
matographic), which he re-contextualizes. He analyses the mechanisms of cultural diffusion; the ambiva-

lent, if not contrary relationships between memories of recent history and those of actual experience, in

addition to the relationships between political power, religious power, and civil society. His works allude
to iconic works from the history of modernity, while addressing questions ranging from the jolts of con-
temporary society and the fall of utopias to the impact of new technologies on our visual culture, by way
of the fetishization of cartoons and the relationship of civil society to different forms of power. He deals
with history, religion and art using simple gestures and methods from popular culture with the same
quasi-expiatory manner, while restoring the importance of personal experience and expression. (text

This is the first time a solo exhibition of Ciprian Muresan’s work can be seen in Budapest by courtesy
of the Ludwig Museum. Muresan is one of the most noteworthy representatives of the contemporary
Romanian art scene. Selected by the artist, his latest works — drawings, photographs, books, models,
videos - form a single monumental installation across the museum’s spaces, where the works build on
and mutually interpret one another.

Some of his earlier works, which had brought him international fame, could be seen by the Hungarian
public at the exhibition European Travellers presenting the Cluj art scene at the Micsarnok / Kunsthalle
Budapest in 2012. Ludwig Museum — Museum of Contemporary Art purchased a number of his works
in 2011 for its collection. His emblematic piece Communism Never Happened (2006) can be seen at our
freshly rearranged permanent exhibition.
